ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

1. Find a clean, level place to begin the assembly of your Soccer Table. The table will be assembled
upside down and then turned over onto its legs. This is a heavy table and turning it over will require
at least two strong adults.

2. Remove all of the contents from the box and verify that you have all of the listed parts as shown on
the Parts Identifier Page. Carefully cut or tear the four carton corners so that the bottom of the box
can serve as your work surface.

3. Insert rods No.12 to No.19 into side panel No.1 as shown in fig.1. Make sure the rods with players
are inserted in proper sequence.

4. Align Side Aprons (#1) and then slide the Playfield (#4), with the graphic facing down, into the
grooves of the Side Aprons (#1) as shown in Fig.2.




5. Attach the End Aprons (#2) to the Side Aprons (#1) using four Screws (#A6) per End Apron
shown as Fig.3.

6. Place the Support Braces (#5) on the Playfield (#4) and attach them to the Side Aprons (#1) using
two Screws (#A5) per Brace shown as Fig.3.

7. Using the Allen Key (#A1) provided, attach a Leg (#3) to one of the table corners with four Washers
(#A3) and four Bolts (#A2) per Leg. Repeat this step for the remaining three legs shown as Fig.4.

8. Attach the four Leg Levelers (#9) at the bottom of each leg shown as Fig.4.
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Note : GO BACKAND MAKE SURE THAT ALL
CONNECTIONS ARE RIGHT AND TIGHT.




9. Put the table upright on its legs using the following diagrammed method.

Caution :
1. This Table is heavy, so please turn it over carefully with at least two strong adults, and set the table assem-
bly on its legs in the location where you will play.

2. Do NOT lift or turn the table over using the RODS, as this may cause damage to the table.

10. Attach the Goal Boxes (#6) to the End Aprons (#2) using four Screws (#A7) per Goal Box shown as Fig.5.

11. Place the Handles (#10) onto the Player Rods with a hole at their end. Then place the End Caps
(#11) onto the other side of the Player Rods shown as Fig.5.

NOTE: The goalie should be at the left of each player.

12. Attach the Scorers (#7) to the top rail of End Aprons (#2) using two Screws (#A4) per Scorer.
